WHEREAS, at the regular meeting of April 7th, 2015, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 

2015-32 authorizing advertising and call for bids for the Tree Trimming Project at the Marina 

Municipal Airport, and; 
 

WHEREAS, on May 7th, 2015, two (2) sealed bids were received, opened and publicly read for 

the project. The apparent responsive and responsible low bidder was West Coast Arborists of 

Anaheim, California, and; 
 

WHEREAS, at the regular meeting of May 19th, 2015, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 

2015-55 authorizing the awarding of the contract to West Coast Arborists in the amount of 

$13,950.00 with a contingency fund, not to exceed $2,790.00, and; 
 

WHEREAS, a budgeted amount of $16,7400.00 was made available for this project. There was 

one change order totaling $1,750, bringing the project total to $15,700.00, and; 
 

WHEREAS, The Project is now complete. It is appropriate to accept these public improvements 

and to file a Notice of Completion for this project with the Monterey County Recorder’s Office 

(“EXHIBIT A”). 
 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Marina does 

hereby:  
 

1. Accept the Tree Trimming Project at the Marina Municipal Airport, and; 
 

2. Authorize the filing of Notice of Completion with the Monterey County Recorder’s

REQUEST: 

It is requested that the City Council consider: 

 

1. Adopting Resolution No. 2015-, accepting the completion of the Tree Trimming 

Project at the Marina Municipal Airport, and;  

 

2. Authorizing the filing of Notice of Completion with the Monterey County Recorders 

Office. 

 

BACKGROUND: 

At the regular meeting of May 15th, 2015, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 2015-32 

authorizing advertising and call for bids for the Tree Trimming Project at the Marina Municipal 

Airport. 

 

On April 7th, 2015, two (2) sealed bids were received, opened and publicly read for the project. 

The apparent responsive and responsible low bidder was West Coast Arborists of Anaheim, 

California.  

 

At the regular meeting of May 19th, 2015, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 2015-55 

authorizing the awarding of the contract to West Coast Arborists in the amount of $13,950.00 

with a contingency fund, not to exceed $2,790.00.  

 

ANALYSIS: 
A budgeted amount of $16,740.00 was made available for this project. One change order, in the 

amount of $1,750 was added bringing the project total to $15,700.00. 

 

The Project is now complete. It is appropriate to accept these public improvements and to file a 

Notice of Completion for this project with the Monterey County Recorders Office (“EXHIBIT 

A”). 

 

FISCAL IMPACT: 

There is no fiscal impact when filing a Notice of Completion.
